Demolition Activity

and Campbell Street), along South Street between (Rademacher Street and Crawford Street), 
along Crawford Street (between South Street and the Railroad tracks), along W. Fort Street 
(between Livernois Avenue and Dragoon Street), along Jefferson Avenue (between Post Street and 
Harrington Street), along Beard St. (between W. Lafayette and S. Fisher Freeway Service Drive), 
along S. Rademacher (between South Street and W. Jefferson Avenue), along W. Fisher (between 
Junction Street and Campbell Street), along Casgrain Street (between W. Lafayette Blvd. and W. 
Fisher Fwy.), along Waterman Street (between W. Jefferson Avenue and South Street), along W. 
Fort Street (between Dragoon Street and Military Street), and along Beard Street (between W.
